epigraphic because it s an inscription on something else like a statue The city of Teotihuacan was a center of trade and
politics It existed from about 300 BC until 600 AD when it was abandoned The site has been a subject of archaeology since
the 19th century it is now an essential source of information on Mesoamerican civilization among the most significant early
cities in pre Columbian America The city is located just north of present day Mexico City in the state state province county of
Mexico 65 km 40 miles northeast of the Federal District Mexico City The name Teotihuacan means place where men become
gods possibly an allusion to their belief that their rulers became divine after death The Teotihuacanos were not only builders
but also warriors they fought with neighboring groups over territory and resources Their most important military victory
