kidnapped and brutally murdered ten year old George Gill Jamieson in Waik k Fukunaga a nineteen year old nisei or second
generation Japanese American confessed to the crime Within three weeks authorities had convicted him and sentenced him
to hang despite questions about Fukunaga s sanity and a deeply flawed defense by his court appointed attorneys Jonathan Y
Okamura argues that officials raced Fukunaga to death first viewing the accused only as Japanese despite the law supposedly
being colorblind and then hurrying to satisfy the Haole white community s demand for revenge Okamura sets the case
