however let this opportunity pass without expressing my deep obligations to Dr Hooker who for the last fifteen years has
aided me in every possible way by his large stores of knowledge and his excellent judgment In considering the Origin of

certain insects to bring pollen from one flower to the other it is equally preposterous to account for the structure of this
parasite with its relations to several distinct organic beings by the effects of external conditions or of habit or of the volition
of the plant itself The author of the Vestiges of Creation would I presume say that after a certain unknown number of
generations some bird had given birth to a woodpecker and some plant to the misseltoe and that these had been produced
